24, 1916, in Miami, Ariz. He
came to Anchorage with his
family in 1922. He attended
Anchorgge schools. After
graduating from Anchorage
High School in 1935, he
worked in the mining camps
In Flat and Goodnews Bay.
He owned and operated Pio-
neer Transfer from 1937 to
1939 and worked as a carpen-
ter during early construction

of the military base.on An-
chorage. .

In 1942, Mr. Barnett went
to California, working mili-
tary construction before join-
ing the Army on May 15,
1943. His duty tour took him
to the South Pacific, Aus-
tralia, the Admiralty Islands,
New Guinea and the Philip-
pines. He was in Japan at the
time the peace treaty was
signed and received an hon-
orable discharge on Oct. 14,
1945, in Camp Beales, Calif.
He returned to Anchorage in
November 1945. After work-
ing again as a carpenter on
Elmendorf, Mr. Barnett went
to work for the railroad, re-
tiring in 1977 as supervisor in
the car department.

He married Marjorie
Wilkinson May 31, 1947. They
had one son, Gary. He died in
1988. I

Mr. Barnett enjoyed fish-
ing. and hunting and spent
many summers on the Kenai
Peninsula ‘and at Alexande
Creek. O aiEnT

His family said: “He. al-
ways had a wonderful garden
and was an excellent crafts-
man in woodworking, silver
smithing, jewelry and leather
work.” S
