


Ted and Babe Lowell 

was based on tae fur trade, which he learned previously. He 

worked as trader for a post at Tanaeross-Tetlin-Northway and 

learned the b~liness there.· .. He continued to do business as 

a trader for that post until 1938. At that time he also began 

hauling freight from Valdez for his Healy Lake tading post, 

hauled freight for other t~ders, and this led him into the 

freight business. In 1941-42, Lowell sold to Stan Young as 

he saw the Indians moving away. As trading business fell off 

so did freighting, and Ted went to work for the Fire Control 

Service, Deparanent of the Ineerior, where he remained until 

1946.

In 1946 Lowell began prospecting in the Forty Mile. In 1948 

he decided the business was not profitable so he sold out his 

interests then. 

Ted bought the ~~~1 Water st!rvice in 1948, which he continues 

to operate·.)even today. t)In a,ddition, in 1949 Ted went back to 

the fire .service. The FCS sent him to McGrath where he set 

up a fire control station. The Marshall's office was next in 

195,, where he remained until 1959. During this period he 

also worked occasionally for the fire control service and also 

operated the water service. 

After surveying the chronology of Lowell's life, conversaton 

~ns back to explore each area in greater depth. There are 

many inter.esting stuties about t.fteir life, both together and 

separately. There are .stoties about winter .travel by dog team, 

about freighting on the river, and various episodes from theiL!
