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Railroad officials conducted dedication ceremony for
rail spur line that had been built connecting Fairbanks Inter-
national Airport with rail system.

After that ceremony, the crowds went to Nenana on the train for
the Golden Spike recreation (your interviewer drove her car
since she was not an invited train guest). The spike driving
ceremony was a good half mile hike from the closest parking
area so she was unable to carry all the heavy taping equipment
